At the next club night, Wednesday 13 April, there will be a vote on accepting the new club
constitution. This is an important step for the club. All members should attend.

The proposed new constitution is a long-planned tidy-up, to deal with areas where the
existing constitution has proved inadequate in the past. As the constitution sub-committee
has explained to the club, the new constitution is structured in a more logical way, so it is
easier to read and understand, or to look things up when there is a specific query or issue.
And there is hardly any old-fashioned legal gooble-de-gook in it.

In many ways the new constitution has the same details as the old one, just structured
better and worded better, with a number of improvements make some things more clear
where this was needed and to fill some gaps. To help members understand the main
differences the constitution sub-committee has put together a comparison, which appears in
this issue of the club magazine.

The process for voting on the new constitution is set out in the current constitution:
s Anotice of proposed amendments must be given o members, this has been done;

o There must be a quorum of 20% of financial Full Members for the meeting to be valid,
this is about 60 Full Members;

» The categories of membership that can vote are Life Members, Full Members and Full
Family Members;

s Changes to the constitution must be approved by a majority of two thirds of members
present and voting. Which also means no proxy votes can be accepted.

This is an important step for the club and it is important that members play their part in
making the decision about how their club will be run in the future. So please do come along to
the meeting, to express your views and to make your vote.

Strict meeting rules will apply to this matter on club night, so therefore the discussions
should not be as long-winded as we've had for some other topics in the past. All the
consultation on the constitution has been done through a very thorough process over the last
several months; this meeting is the final step of the process.

And by the way, for anyone who hasn't been aware, the proposed constitution is now called
"Rules” to be consistent with the processes of the Registrar of Incorporated Societies,
